Each Application is also the System of Records for a particular system, when the user of other system tries to access the application they present the claim HRD (Home Real Discovery), so that claim can be validated on the System of Records. During this process the Dependent system of Records may also create records on their end and periodically verify with the system of Records to check if the Credentials are valid. Roles may need to be rescind or recertified, if the system of records has any changes. This is highly configurable table drive system 


Credential Recertification Process:  Detailed Design Document

Role may require certain Credentials (like take an exam every year for that credential to be valid) that need to be fulfilled, for that role to remain valid. Some role may require License revalidation every 180 days or continuing education be completed every two years etc., if the these are not met, then Credential will expire and in turn may expire the allocated role as well.

MFA (Multi Factor Authentication): Hands on coding

Some of the Page in the site were protected using MFA. When user has a Role that requires a Token (Hardware/Software) user is redirect to MFA Validation Page, where he gets authenticated. If he passes the Authentication, he is able to Access the protected pages during that session. Current they have 35 servers where the deployment can occur. The Tool was created long back and is running into problems and is very hard to fix.IT using technologies like MQ Series, .NET remoting to achieve its task. Also when there are Error, logging is not good enough and Engineers have to scan all the servers to see where it failed. Client wanted to Re Architect the Solution with newer Technology. As a part of New Architecture, WCF was used to replace the functionality of MQ series and Remoting. The functionality was enhanced to Retry and have detailed logging at each server and would pinpoint the server and stages where it failed. Care was taken to provide Fail-over and Concurrent Request, where Concurrent Request were serialized due to the nature of deployment.

Project Description: The current application was having problem searching the specific client as too much details and information were required to search a client record. Also if you enter very few search criteria that would limit the return result set to 100 records and the intended search recipient may not be surface in that search result. Additionally, the application would not run on the Mobile Platform.
For the ability to improve the search experience WebAPI with IQueryable was used. This would allow the user to search a record based on very few search criteria (just one Field or more). If many records were found the result were paged (server paging with WebAPI & IQueryable) into user configurable page size (ideally 25 rows per page) and that would let the user scan enter search result. The limitation of returning only 100 records to keep the through put was removed and at the same time allowing to find a specific user. Secondly the JQuery, JavaScript based front end was created to consume this WebAPI endpoint using Breeze, which would allow server side paging, filter and ordering of records. This also increased the availability of the application on Mobile Device and multiple Browser.
